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José Luis had agreed to meet his brother Oscar on January 17th, 2011 at 11:30 am at a gas station.  They were going to deliver a truckload of lighting equipment that they had rented, as a month earlier his truck had been stolen from outside his house.  It is presumed that the theft took place with help from elements of the state.  When José didn’t arrive though, his brother and his mother retraced the steps from his house to the gas station thinking that he had had an accident, but they found nothing, nor had he arrived at the kindergarten to pick up his children. 
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When his mother studied the phone records, she realized that the last call he had made was to call the nursery where his children were to say, “that he was late in arriving, and not to forget to feed them.”  His mother thinks that the people who kidnapped him permitted him one last call, and that his first thought was of his children.  
On the day of the disappearance his mother tried to talk to the governor of Jalisco with no success and when she tried to file a report with the State Prosecutor of Jalisco, she was told that missing persons reports could not be filed until someone had been missing 72 hours.  She later went to Mexico City to the National Prosecutors’ Office and filed a report. As of now, however, there has been little progress in the case.

One thing that has been discerned in the investigation is that the last place where José made the phone call was in Tonalá near the bus station.  The municipal police of Tonalá are suspects in his disappearance - a few months ago the director of the municipal police was arrested for his collusion with organized crime.  It was also learned that after Jose Luis’ disappearance his truck was involved in a double homicide in another city, called Colima. There, the prosecutors in charge of the investigation of the murders failed to fulfill the rights of the victims and their families, failing to collect evidence of important elements essential for the investigation of the disappearance of José.  The prosecutor in this town was later assassinated with 100 bullets.  There are three detained suspects who are presumed responsible for the double homicide with the truck, but there has been no investigation yet of the disappearance of José.

On January 25th, 2009, at approximately 6:30 pm, José was parked at an auto parts store called “Autozone,” in a van with license plates from Mexico City. He was talking on the cell phone with his girlfriend, and was interrupted by three or four men asking him where he was from—he told them he worked at [a store named] “ICA.”  After that, they began to insult and beat him, and the last that his girlfriend heard as the phone fell was, “give me the keys and get up.” 

José’s employer immediately distanced itself from the attention of the case, though he had been working at the time of his disappearance.  The company never informed the family that anything had happened to José - it was only through his girlfriend that his parents were informed and filed the report.  Two affiliated of the company are now detained for their alleged involvement in the disappearance and for collusion with the criminal group Los Zetas.  
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Letter from his mother, published June 29th, 2012, on José Antonio’s birthday
Today, 36 years ago, God sent us a marvelous gift to give light and happiness to our family: you, my son.  For 32 years we delighted in and were grateful to him for your presence.  

Suddenly, our existence was flooded with pain and despair, knowing that on January 25, 2009 they had kidnapped our son José Antonio Robledo Fernández as he was working as a civil engineer for ICA Flour Daniels on “Project Phoenix,” for Altos Hornos de México S.A.

After three years and five months you are still missing, it is the fourth birthday without you.  Our broken family is immersed in a sea of questions without answers, “Why you? For what purpose?”

The authorities of justice of the state of Coahuila have been identified as colluding with organized crime, the same people that we call upon to search and locate you, and to whom we provided data and confidential information.  Although we sensed their acquiescence by their inefficiency and lack of work, it is difficult for us to believe the irresponsibility and impunity of the authorities. Now we know they are just like the directors of ICA Flour Daniels who distanced themselves from your kidnapping the following day, when they had knowingly brought you to work in that dangerous zone.

Despite your absence being every day more painful, the investigations at the federal level are only carried out slowly, not with the speed that we would wish.  After one year there are five people in jail with criminal proceedings, including two former coworkers from ICA Flour Monclava. 

Your parents are standing, though we have fallen many times, but it has not destroyed us.  We are 100% dedicated to the process of finding you. Like you, Toño, there are thousands of missing people, good people, workers – and the authorities have been overwhelmed. 

We ask God to send “light” to us to find you, and justice to the government of Mexico, and that the people who committed this atrocity never again have peace and tranquility in their hearts until they pay for what they did.

Wherever you are, remember that what I want most in life is to be able to hug and kiss you, dear son.

Mi vida y la de toda nuestra  familia cambio el 28 de agosto del año 2008, a partir de esta fecha empezó nuestro peregrinar de una dependencia a otra.

Mis hijos: Jesús Salvador, Gustavo y Luis armando son esposos y padres de familia 

para nosotros esto es desolador, vivimos en constante  incertidumbre, y como explicarle a mis nietos la ausencia de su padre, las carencias que están sufriendo

y el dolor y la tristeza de sus madres. vivimos con la ilusión y la esperanza de tenerlos de nuevo en el seno de nuestra familia.

Recordamos sus rostros alegres, optimistas, llenos desconfianza  y deseos de vivir; Raúl el menor de mis hijos de tan solo 19 años, con toda la vida por delante. fue arrancado de nuestro lado dejándonos un vacío que no se llena con nada.

He estado en todas las dependencias de gobierno sin obtener resultado alguno, tal parece que nadie puede hacer nada o mejor dicho nadie quiere ayudarme, la desilusión hacia nuestras autoridades es indescriptible, pues no se ve ningún avance a nuestros casos. 

Somos una familia destrozada por el dolor la impotencia de no tener lo mas valioso que dios nos da, nuestros hijos.

El 22 de septiembre de 2010 desaparecen a otros dos de mis hijos, Gustavo y Luis armando. la verdad no entiendo porque la saña en contra de mi familia, ya que nosotros somos gente: respetuosa de los derechos de los demás y trabajadores.

Sin embargo me encuentro aquí destrozada física, moral , social, psicológica y económicamente. sin ninguna respuesta.

DISSAPEARED IN TRANSIT

In Córdoba Veracruz, México

Government: Javier Duarte

On May, 27th 2011

Mauricio Aguilar Leroux was traveling from Saltillo, Coahuila on May 26th, 2011 to Córdoba to pick up his son Edgar. Edgar is a professional soccer player, who debuted on the team Querétaro (second division) on May 30th, 2011. His father Mauricio  disappeared at approximately 11:45 pm while traveling to pick up his son.

Edgar talked with his father while he was on his way – he was excited to see his son. At the time, he was driving a BMW, which was owned by his employer and representative of Edgar.

His wife María Salvadora Coronado Navarro filed the report in the days following his disappearance. From June to August of 2011, the report remained basically secret, and the police pressured his wife to not make it public.  In September of 2011, she agreed with the state attorney general to take DNA from their children to cross-check the information with the bodies that had been found in the Port of Veracruz.

As of today, there have been no advances in the investigation of Mauricio Aguilar Lemoux’s disappearance. His family feels his absence on a daily basis.

In the state of Veracruz, the Movement for Peace’s documentation commission, working in conjunction with our sister organization Xalapa for Peace, has documented more than 100 cases that include serious human rights violations of forced disappearances, extrajudicial executions, torture, human trafficking, and murders and disappearances where the victims are mainly children and young people.  We also work with civic association “Busquemos A Gaby” (We are looking for Gaby) . Together we have found only dead ends in the three branches of government in the state of Veracruz.  
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His crime was working on the street as a human statue or mime, in the plaza or on the avenue of Santa Lucia in the city of Monterrey.  He was arrested on various occasions for practicing his art; the last arrest was January 19th, 2009 for working in Monterrey without having the proper permit.  On February 25th, 2009, he was the victim of a forced disappearance by the police of Monterrey, specifically by patrol numbers 534, 538, and 540. 

Letter from his father three years after his disappearance:

We continue loving and waiting for you, we do not forget you.  The place that is left empty by your absence will never again be filled; no one can fill that space in the heart of your mother, your brothers, and your friends. 

For me, you continue to be my pride, my child, I still love you no matter how far you are or wherever they have you, there is not a day that I forget you.  The wound continues bleeding every day, every time deeper—I will continue walking and fighting for you until I find you.  

If you know of these words wherever you are, I want to tell you that everyone is well, your mom, your brothers, and all that love you. I ask God to hold your hand and never forget you.  Finally, I want you to know that in the Movement for Peace we have a new family, we love them all, and nobody has been missed nor searched for more, my Galactic Cowboy.

LUIS ÁNGEL LEÓN RODRÍGUEZ

23 years old

“SON: I CAN’T REMEMBER YOU, BECAUSE I NEVER FORGET YOU”

Luis Angel León Rodriguez was a federal policeman, born on August 9th, 1986. He disappeared on November 16th, 2009, at the age of 23, in Zitácuaro, Michoacán, Mexico, along with six other federal policement: Juan Carlos, Bernardo Israel, Víctor Hugo, Jaime Humberto, Pedro Alberto, Israel Ramón; and the civilian Sergio Santoyo. This happened when Leonel Godoy, from the PRD [Mexico’s left-of-senter political party], was Michoacán’s Governor.

There are seven police men and a civilian missing - one of them is my son Luis Ángel, who was sent along with his partners to take charges in the Secretariat of Public Security in the Municipality of Ciudad Hidalgo, in Michoacán.  They never arrived to their destination. 

After official investigations, arrested members of the drug cartel “Familia Michoacana” have confessed to having participated in their kidnapping and murder. They say that they disintegrated their bodies that same day, November 16th, 2009. 

I, myself, have been in interviews with those delinquents, and they have said that they executed my son Luis Ángel, his partners and the civilian Sergio, who was taking them to Ciudad Hidalgo because the Federal Police hadn’t provided sufficient official vehicles and protection in order to assure their safe arrival. 

The investigations will continue, because people who participated in what happened to my son are still missing. Until today, May 28th, 2012; two years, six months, and twelve days of agony, uncertainty and pain for not seeing my son Luis Ángel have passed. The authorities say they’re dead, but that there never will be bodies, because they were disposed. Though people have been arrested for this crime, none of the have been sentenced. 

Testimonial of José Carlos Castro  Gurrola

Around 2am [on January 6th, 2011], several armed people broke into my home and 

        abducted my wife and two daughters. My wife, Josefina Campillo Carreto, 49, is the former Mayor of Atocpan, Veracruz, and she was taken from our home just three days after she had left office . My daugther Joahana Montserrat Castro Campillo, was an architectural intern, and was just about to take her final exam to finish her degree at the University of Veracruz. My other daughter, Karla Verónica Castro Campillo, 19, was a third-semester graphic design students at Getzal University. 
I was in Mexico City at the time of their disappearance, and heard what had happened over the radio. I immediately went to my home in Xalapa, and our relatives that had gathered told me what had happened and we looked at the evidence of violence in my home. We contacted the authorities and reported what had happened, and they opened an investigation. We contacted the State Attorney General and even the Governor – but the investigation didn’t progress – it resulted in nothing. So they turned the case over to the federal system.  Since then, I have attended two meetings with the President of the Republic, the Secretary of the interior, and the Attorney General - and to this day I know nothing of what happened to my family. There has been no significant progress in the investigation – the only results are our feelings of powerlessness and frustration. 

Authorities say that we can’t tell when we will know something. It’s been a year and five months and I suffer thinking if they’re alive and how are they, and if they’re no longer alive, where are they? It would be so important for me to know where they are so that I can have a place to go and cry for them. It’s very painful to arrive to an empty house, where you can breath the presence of them, see their pictures and their personal affairs, just like they left them. 
I don’t live; I die every day. I’m worn out - tired emotionally, physically, mentally, economically, with no plans for the future, because my daughters were the ones who motivated me to work hard, to  make our family good and strong. But what hurts my soul the most is seeing my youngest son. Every time I see him he looks deep into my eyes, hoping that I will tell him I’ve found his mom and sisters. And I don’t have anything to tell him.
